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hange is in the air in
Bristol. In one swoop,
Bailey has launched the
new Ranger Series 6,
cut Discovery from its ranks
and introduced a new range:
Ranger GT60.

On paper, the Ranger GT60 has
appeal for current owners of both
Rangers and Pageants. Ranger
owners looking for a bit more
luxury without a huge hike in
price will love it. The increase
in spec over the Ranger is
impressive: alloy wheels, stabiliser,
three-piece front window,
microwave oven, radio/CD/MP3
player with iPod connectivity,
and the list doesn't stop there.

All for around just £1000 more
and at a very similar weight.
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Models in the Pageant Series 7
range may be able to beat the
Ranger GT60 on spec, but for
some buyers weight is more
important. When the new Pageant
series was launched earlier this
year, weights crept up. Present
owners who don't want to change
their towcar, but also don’t want
to compromise on space or luxury,
will see the Ranger GT60 as an
attractive, lower weight
alternative. And as well as saving
money on a new towcar, they'll
keep a few hundred pounds in
their pocket, too.

This all sounds good, but will the
theory stand up to the test? To find
out, we've brought in Paul and
Hilary Harris. As owners of a 2004
Bailey Pageant, Paul and Hilary are
